Load an image in Photoshop. Select the
portion(s) of the image that you want to
paint.

Press “b” on the keyboard to bring up the
Brush tool.

Click on the palette button on the right side
of the options bar to display the Brushes
palette. Select one of the tips in the matrix
and look at the bottom preview window to
see what a brush stroke will look like.

When you have decided which brush number
you want, set the Master Diameter with the
slider located below the matrix of brush tips.

Set a foreground color

In the Options barselect Blending Mode,
Opacity and Flow strength. Flow specifies
how quickly paint is applied by the brush
tool.

Stroke the brush over the area(s) you have
selected in your image. Modify as desired.
